We will start at the frozen coastline and travel over 
sea ice, glaciers and valleys. 

This is a physically and mentally challenging expedition that instil a 
fantastic sense of achievement. Travel to the start of the trek will be via 
skidoo and at the end we will experience an exhilarating helicopter flight 
with stunning views over sea ice, mountains and the distant ice cap.

At the end of the desert trek we will head for the stunning coastline 
between Al Ashkarah and Ras al Haddon.  Here we will have the 
opportunity to see turtles laying their eggs at a local turtle reserve and 
swim in the beautiful pools of Wadi Shab.

The Full Moon desert expedition will be a unique op portunity to trek with the 
local Bedu, experience the traditional Omani way of  life and enjoy the grandeur 
of the desert environment.

We will climb Jebal Akhdar,  meaning `green mountain', which is part of 
the Al Hajar mountain range, and is in one of Oman's most spectacular 
regions. 

Upon completion of the trek, you will have a unique insight into this 
military conflict, and accomplished an arduous route in this wild and 
exciting landscape.

This expedition aims to achieve a rafting descent of the Benahy and 
Onilahy rivers offering a fantastic opportunity to explore a remote area 
of Madagascar and see much of the endemic wildlife.  

The Benahy, a narrow river running through canyons that can be a few 
meters wide, is not marked on the maps of Madagascar and is seldom 
rafted.   We will follow the isolated Benahy river into the Onilahy river 
and continue all the way down through the delta to the coast at Saint 
Augustin.  Along the route we will encounter truly fantastic landscapes, 
learn new skills and face interesting and challenging situations.   

Madagascar is a one-off;  there is no other place like it.  Its landscapes,  
animals and plants are simply fantastic!   The tropical climate is a perfect 
host to the process of nature and, like nowhere else, the variety and 
richness of life has  ̄ourished.  

We will get the chance to see many of the favourite Madagascan fauna 
including lemurs and chameleons.
