Tanzania is a wild, adventurous and naturally diverse country. It contains Africa’s biggest ma
population, three quarters of east Africa’s plant species and the continent’s second largest numb
bird species.A totally compelling destination for lovers of the outdoors and the natural world, its mai
undiscovered coastline bordering the warm clear waters of the Indian Ocean boasts superb beal
unexplored offshore islands, beautiful coral reefs, large sea mammals and exotic tropical fish. Wi
rich seafaring history and ancient ruins, Tanzania’s coastline is a fascinating cultural experience as
being a diver’s and snorkeller’s paradise.

The Selous, home to 750,000 mammals, is considered by safari connoisseurs to be one of the
reserves for viewing game, not least because of the very few other guests whilst on safari; the amo
visitors to the reserve is severely limited by the relatively small number of camps within the bounda
of the park and the sheer immensity of the area - equivalent to the size of Switzerland.

Walking safaris are the most rewarding and unobtrusive way to observe the surrounding wildlife.
shall follow spoor, detect the unusual insects, hear the sounds of beasts and birds, notice the indigeno
fauna and sight magnificent mammals from ground level.Always under the protection of an armed ré
and with the benefit of a local crew added to the unparalleled experience of camping in the bush,
is a thrilling, inspiring and magical expedition.

We expect to see lions, elephants, giraffe, hippopotamus, zebra, crocodiles, wildebeest, warthog, b
kudu, impala, hyena, baboon, colobus and vervet monkeys, plus a myriad of bird life. We also ho
see leopards, cheetah and African wild dogs and many of the other numerous African animals found itz <& [ Cr= BT
the Selous.



Day 1 - Dar es Salaam

Arrive Dar es Salaam, rendezvous with
expedition leader as per joining instructions and
transfer to our hotel. We are free to relax and
spend the day at leisure exploring this distinctly
laid back cosmopolitan city. A real melting pot,
with an old colonial heart, traditional tribal
cultures mix happily with immigrant communities
from Europe. Neo classical facades, colourful
markets, street traders, modern shops, coconut

stalls, hawkers, air conditioned four wheel drives,

daladalas and traditional healers make this an
eclectic experience.

Day 2 —Train journey to Selous

Early morning transfer to the station to board
the local train to Kisasi. This colourful journey on

the famous Tazara railway will take approximatelyn

five hours and we will pass through picturesque
scenery including the Pugu Forest — a rare
remnant of the tropical rainforests that covered
the entire coast of east Africa 10 millions years
ago.We will even have our first taste of a safari
from the train carriage as we pass through the
northern reaches of the Selous. On arrival, we
meet our driver and head to the Selous where
we will have dinner and our first night in camp.

Day 3&4 - Kinyanguru

We will spend two days in the Kinyanguru region
exploring the Mgeta river and taking walking
safaris. The evenings are spent relaxing around
the campfire listening to the sounds of the bush.

Day 5 —Walking safari in Selous

The Selous is the largest game reserve in
Africa covering almost 6 percent of Tanzania’s
land surface - and is arguably Africa’s last great
wilderness. Despite its size, however, this
UNESCO World Heritage site has only a handful
of safari camps, allowing it to maintain low-
impact exclusivity. Opportunities for foot safaris,
boat explorations and the classic 4WD safari in
open vehicles add a further unique element to
the Selous safari and ensure its reputation for
pure bush adventure remains untarnished by
volume.

approximately 12km, stopping for a picnic lunch
on the way.

Day 6 - Walking safari to Manze

Each day will bring new experiences and sightings
to enthral us. On foot we shall observe the

flora and fauna in the most natural way. At

times walking silently to avoid disturbing the
wildlife and getting a unique perspective of the
countryside. Stopping for lunch on the way, we
shall walk approximately 12km.

The Selous (pronounced ‘sell-00’) was created
as four protected areas by the German colonial
government in 1905, primarily to protect the
area’s elephants. In 1922, following the First
World War, the British combined the four areas
into one and named the reserve after the hunter
and explorer Frederick Selous.

Day 8 - Rufiji River

Today we will complete our walking safari when
we reach the Rufiji River Camp.We will spend
the afternoon at leisure, observing game by the
river or relaxing by the pool.

Today the game reserve contains the largest
number of elephants found in any park or
reserve in the world, and probably the largest
umber of lions too. Also in the reserve are
many species of antelope, zebras, hippopotamu
warthogs, giraffe, buffalo, rhinoceros, wildebeest,
leopards, cheetahs, hyenas, crocodiles and over
four hundred different species of birds. We will
have the chance to see much of this wildlife
during our time here.
